PART I: INTRODUCTION

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) proposes to provide bank stabilization assistance on
the Little Miami National Scenic River (LMR), under the authority of Section 14 of the 1946
Flood Control Act, as amended, for an eroding site adjoining Anderson Township Park,
Hamilton County, Ohio. The project was noticed to the public on December 18, 2003 (Corps
2003a), and was evaluated in an Environmental Assessment prepared by the Corps (Corps
2003b).

ProOJECT HISTORY

In 1992 Anderson Township purchased 47 acres of recreational park on the Little Miami
National Scenic River (LMR) near river mile 8.7. The property was deeded to the Anderson
Township Park District (APD) in 1993 (APD 1997). The park opened in 1996 and consists of
